Since its inception, €15 has actively sought collaborations with artists in varying disciplines. In regular intervals,
we invite artists and creative minds working in different elds to adapt existing products or to develop entirely
new ideas together. Collaborating with New York artist and photographer Mark Borthwick, with German fashion
designer Bernhard Willhelm, as well as the Berlin artist couple OehringLux, unique projects were launched which
received international approval.

The latest collaboration is called ,Kitsuné for e15“: Together with creative-label Kitsuné, e15 developed a limited
edition of the TAO8 FABIAN table series, the "Gingham Pattern“ version. The new tables were presented as an
installation at the new, temporary Kitsuné gallery “Kitsune Maison Boutique The opening coincided with Milan
Fashion Week.

LTO1 SEAM ONE 24 KT GOLD FINISH LIMITED EDITION, 2006

To visually signify our 10th anniversary, in 2006 we exchanged our e15-typical signal orange with gold. It symbo-
lised the censure after this rst decade of €15 and at the same time the transition into the next few years of our
work.

As a special product for our anniversary we presented the light LTO1 SEAM ONE as a limited edition piece, which
in its gold nish bridges the gap to our collection. The object by British designer Mark Holmes (founding member
of Established & Sons, London) has been awarded several times (for example, IFDesign Award, Red Dot Design
Award, Wallpaper* Editors Award) and has been part of the e15 collection since 2003. The light LTO1L SEAM ONE is
an elegant and contemporary interpretation of the classic table light whose sculptural body is a direct result of its
clear lines and accurate folding. At the heart of the design is the aim to keep the number of components to a mi-
nimum, the construction as simple as possible, the proportions as balanced as possible and the light as strong as
possible — requirements, product speci ¢, which as such are at the heart of all e15 furniture pieces. The light LTO1
SEAM ONE is thus a symbol for our philosophy and way of working. The golden anniversary edition continues this
line of thinking and adds material, as high quality as possible — a 24karat gold nish on a stainless steel body — to
the already mentioned aspects of form and construction.

BERNHARD WILLHELM FOR E15: LIMITED EDITION OF TAO1 PONTE, 2003

Bernhard Willhelm, German fashion designer now headquartered in Paris, is famous for his expressive avant-garde
clothing and his distinct, iconic patterns, colors and cuts. In an exclusive collaboration with e15, Willhelm modi-

ed the solid oak table TAOL Ponte, originally designed by Philipp Mainzer, with one of the patterns from his then
current collection. The polka dot pattern is screen printed on the raw oak, using seven different shades. The result
creates an inspiring image contrasting reduced furniture design with elements of modern fashion.

E15 AND NIEVES PRESENT THE LIMITED EDITION MONSTER DICE

Monster Dice combines e15's typical European oak heartwood with the artwork by Geoff McFetridge using laser
etching. McFetridge’s drawing is an extract from the story of a boy who draws monsters that come to life and
begin to draw themselves, created by the artist and his four year old daughter. Each of the six sides link interchan-
geably with one another, offering a multitude of interpretations of the story.

The shape and dimensions of Monster Dice come from the solid oak heartwood legs of the famous e15 stool
—ST04 BACKENZAHN™, This re-use demonstrates the understanding and dealing with the irretrievable problem of
production waste disposal of a precious material like wood, a theme very close to McFetridge’'s own thinking. The
manufacturing process preserves the distinctiveness of the wood with its individual grain, knotholes and cracks.

KITSUNE FOR E15: LIMITED EDITION OF TAO8 FABIAN, 2008

The fashion and music label Boutique Kitsuné Maison is an international project which seeks out the most in-
teresting avant-garde collective of individuals as co-operation partners to initiate temporary stores as well as a
series of events worldwide.

For its rst temporary store in the space of “Go Gallery” in Milan and coinciding with Milan Fashion Week S/S
2008, Kitsuné developed a special interior which instigated the “Kitsuné for e15 collaboration” From the collabora-
tion of the two brands resulted the limited edition KITSUNE of the table TAO8 FABIAN. The edition of the e15-table
TA08 FABIAN, originally designed by Philipp Mainzer, is produced in a complex screen printing process with the
iconic Kitsuné black & white “Gingham Pattern” and waxed afterwards.

BOUTIQUE KITSUNE MAISON took place for the rst time at Bonjour Records in Tokyo in March and April 2007,
The idea of the temporary stores is to communicate the world of Kitsuné to the different cities and its inhabitants.
This world does not only consist of music, which was the primary factory for the labels fame, but also its extraordi-
nary fashion collection, graphic design and its other creative disciplines.
